The Cylch has benefitted immensely by receiving a grant of  
£5,000 towards the running costs of the Cylch. ‘Receiving this 
grant makes an immense difference and we are really 
appreciative of the grant that secures the future of the Cylch. 
During the present situation we have used a proportion of the 
grant to re-open the Cylch and to meet the additional costs of 
adhering to health and safety Covid 19 guidance. The Cylch 
received positive reports as a result of Estyn and CIW 
inspections and were praised for the quality of the provision. 
The Cylch continues to be an important part of the community 

and is going from strength to strength with the number of pupils attending remaining high. Thank you 
once again for your financial support that enables Welsh Language education provision for pre- school 
pupils. 
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Pencader Improvement and Development Association 

The Fund continued to support the costs of publishing and distributing Clecs Bro Cader newsletter: ‘The 
Stakraft funding has enabled this group to publish the local newsletter “Clecs Bro Cader” six times a 
year, it has increased circulation to 1,100 and is keeping residents up to date with events in the Parish. 
It has never been an option to charge residents for the newsletter and advertising income is not 
enough to keep the publication going so the Statkraft funding has been invaluable. It is so important 
in these uncertain times to keep residents informed and Clecs Bro Cader tries to do this”.
