Statkraft Alltwalis Wind Farm Community Benefit Fund was established to manage and distrib-

ute the community fund set up by Statkraft within  the electoral ward of Llanfihangel ar Arth. 

Statkraft have committed to paying the annual sum of £75,000 for 25 years over the life of the 

project for the benefit of the local community. This sum is linked to the retail price index and will 

increase annually in accordance with any increases in the retail price index. During 2022       

Statkraft transferred the sum of £109,289 to the fund.

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AIMS OF THE FUND: 
▪ Fund activities that create a vibrant community including those with a focus on environmen-

tal, educational and community improvement projects, including outdoor activities.   

▪ To provide not more than 50% of matched funding for community projects and initiatives 

that should ordinarily be funded by Carmarthenshire County Council 

Some examples of the type of projects the Fund will support are given below: 
 

▪ Projects to improve public amenities e.g. community halls, sports facilities; 
▪ Environmental and wildlife projects including projects to improve public parks and 

open spaces; 
▪ Activities / events to engage the local community; 
▪ Projects that encourage and promote education, skills and opportunities for young 

people; 
▪ Energy efficiency or renewable energy projects, such as insulation, efficient boilers 

or small-scale renewable energy installations for community amenities. 
 
The above list is not exhaustive and is provided to give ideas only. 
 

Eligible Organisations: 
 
Eligible Organisations, who can apply for funding include:  
 

▪ Voluntary and community groups  
▪ Llanfihangel ar Arth Community Council and Llanllwni Community Council 
▪ Schools and educational establishments (for projects above LEA responsibility) 
▪ Social enterprises (including credit unions, co-operatives, social firms, community 

owned enterprises, community interest companies and development trusts) provided 
they operate on a not-for-profit basis. 

 
Applicants are required to have a written constitution, a set of rules, or a governing document 
and a bank or building society account, held in the name of the organisation, in place before 
applying for a grant. Applicants will also need to provide three quotes for all the project costs 
and 2 quotes for costs that are up to £10k.  
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APPLICATIONS SUPPORTED IN 2022 
 
Projects supported by grants in 2022 include the refurbishment of Ysgol Alltwalis Hall with 

matchfunding the Brechfa Wind Farm Fund to create a community facility, funding equipment 

for the lunch club at Pencader Tabernacle Vestry, the installation of picnic tables and a 

communications board at the Pavilion at Pencader, and support for the Cylchoedd Meithrin in 

Llanllwni and Pencader are examples of the support that took the fund over the million pound 

contribution line.  During the 2022 calendar year 13 applications were supported and illustrates 

how the fund makes a difference and are outlined in further detail within the report.  

 

Capel Nonni Chapel Vestry 

Capel Nonni Chapel received a grant towards the cost of renovating the vestry because the 

building had deteriorated during covid and required renovation. See the condition one of the 

walls before and following the repair.

As a consequence of 

securing funding from Statkraft Wind Farm Fund and Brechfa Wind Farm Fund the school 

refurbishment has been completed. The local community is now slowly coming together again 

and there are existing and new residents keen to help and get involved in organising and 

participating in future social events.

A project was supported for picnic table funding to provide Pencader residents with a suitable place 

to sit on the village community green. Both tables with space for individuals and a wheelchair create 

an inclusive site for any moist residents to sit on their wheelchairs comfortably and inclusively at a 

picnic table.   The first nhs information board to be based in Carmarthenshire was also funded to 

help children and families with learning, suitable for children with Autism spectrum disorder.

The Fund continued to support the costs of publishing and distributing Clecs Bro Cader 

newsletter: ‘The Stakraft funding has enabled this group to publish the local newsletter “Clecs 

Bro Cader” six times a year, with 1,150 copies printed and distributed to keep residents up to 

date with events in the Parish. It has never been an option to charge residents for the newsletter 

and advertising income is not enough to keep the publication going so the Statkraft funding has 

been invaluable. It is so important in these uncertain times to keep residents informed and 

Clecs Bro Cader tries to do this”.
